	Literacy 
	This half term, the children will study fiction and non-fiction. In fiction, the children will write a new story using some of the characters from The Bogey Men and the Trolls Next Door. They will ensure that their story is written from the point of view of one of the band members and gives extra information by including powerful adverbs and adjectives.
In Non-fiction, children will be studying explanations. They will write about a pupil’s life at stage school based on a radio interview. They will learn how to give clear information about life at stage school. In addition to this, they will study how to structure an explanation text, ensuring it has a title and subheadings to organise the information.
In SPaG, children will study apostrophes, they will revise apostrophes for contraction and begin to use apostrophes for possession. Children will study reported and direct speech. Children will also revise commas - particularly commas to mark clauses.

	
	

	Numeracy
	This term, the children will study multiplication and division. 
The children will be expected to know multiples and factors of whole numbers (including factor pairs). In addition to this, children will recognise and talk about prime numbers up to 100. 
The children will recap their knowledge of multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. 
Year 5 children will also study square and cube numbers.

	In this module children identify, compare and classify a variety of materials according to both their properties and their uses. They explore familiar materials in a wide range of contexts and begin to recognise that a single material name, like ‘metal’ or ‘plastic’ can describe a considerable number of different materials that may display very different properties, but which still have features in common.
