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Look at what we will be learning now!

	Communication and Language.  Literacy.

· Beginning to show an understanding of how stories are structured and can recall key points and the characters. 
· Reading some key words within books or CVC words. Reading some words by sight. 
· Keywords will be sent home – play bingo or pairs to help your child read them.

· Rhyming words – make up silly rhyming words and phrases.

· Can join in with repeated phases within poems and stories.
· Writing for different purposes. 
· Practice segmenting & blending words.  For example, sh-o-p shop.

· Writing both names independently
Maths.

· Singing number rhymes, such as 10 in a bed, 10 green bottles, 10 green bottles. 
· Counting up to 20 then beyond with 1-1 correspondence (Counting each object as they count.)

· Recognise and write numbers to 20. Match number to a set.
· 2D and 3D shapes - look for example for circles, triangles, cubes & cylinders around the house and outside.  Describing & naming shapes.
· Beginning to use position and size language. E.g, big, small, under & behind.
· Can compare two sets of objects and say which one has is more/less in a set. 
· Adding sets together & taking sets away.

	Understanding  the World & Physical development.
· Look at features in the environment like trees, roads and shops. Talk about features they like & dislike.
· Have an understanding of our strengths and interests. How are we different? How are we similar? 

· Dressing and undressing independently for PE.
· Observing the effects of activities on their body.
· Begins to question why and how things happen. 

· Celebrations- Chinese New Year, Easter

Personal, Social and Emotional Development.

* Discussing our interests, wants, needs and opinions. How are we similar/differences. 
* Negotiate & solve problems.

* Take steps to resolve conflicts.
* SEAL- ‘Getting on & falling out’ (Lots of circle time & acting out)
* R.E. –Our topics are ‘Celebrations’ and ‘Gathering’.

Expressive Arts and Design
· Following a rhythm using musical instruments.
· Exploring how to move in different ways depending on the music. 
· Investigating with colours and textures.
· Working in the style of artists.

· Exploring & changing the sounds of instruments.



Ideas to do at home


Hide and find number cards, letters & keywords.


Find objects around home to match to a chosen letter.


Write for different purposes.  For example, birthday card, invitation, shopping list etc.


Practice segmenting words and blending them.  For example, c-a-t, cat.  D-o-g, dog, sh-i-p  ship. 


Match 2.d & 3.d shapes to objects around house & describe the shape.  Talk about sides, corners, faces etc.


Practice adding & taking away using objects.  Notice how it changes the amount.  Record using a number sentence (4 + 2 = 6).


Copy a musical pattern using pots and pans or make your own instruments.


Practise writing their name.  Next steps: surname then family members & friends.


Visit the library.  Talk about favourite parts in story & re-enact story.


To read the traditional tales and show an awareness of the characters & setting of a story.  Encourage your child to join in with parts of the story they know.  For example, Fee Fi Fo Fum


Getting dressed & undressed on own. 


Play rhyming games.
