Look at what we will be learning now that we are in BIG school!

	Communication and Language.    Literacy
· Letters  m,a,s,d,t,i,n,p,g,o,c,k- find words and objects beginning with each sound and recognise letters in the environment.

· Writing name by copying then writing from memory.

· Keywords will be sent home – play bingo or pairs to help your child read them.

· Looking at stories, including turning pages, pointing to words, talking about pictures and attempting to read.
· Rhyming words – make up silly rhyming words and phrases.

· Finding our name cards.
Mathematics
· Singing number rhymes, such as 5 speckled frogs, 5 little ducks etc.  (Extending to 10 when ready.)

· Counting up to 5 then beyond with 1-1 correspondence (Counting each object as they count.)

· Counting aloud to 20.

· Maths mastery of numbers 0-5

· Recognising numerals to 5 then 10.

· Recognise and write numbers to 5 then beyond.
· 2D & 3d shapes - look for circles, triangles, rectangles, squares, cube, cuboids, pyramid, cone, cylinder & triangular prism around the house and outside.
· Matching and sorting activities - pairing socks and setting the table.

· Simple patterns – floor tile patterns, beads & laces, making patterns with autumn leaves.
	Understanding the World
· Name face and body parts - looking in the mirror, singing rhymes like heads, shoulders, knees and toes.
· Exploring our senses.
· Look at features in the environment like trees, roads and shops. Talk about features they like & dislike.
· Talk about how they have changed from when they were a baby - look at photo albums and compare to Nan/mum as babies.

· Dressing and undressing independently for PE.
· Gymnastics including travelling, stretching and curling.
· Looking at the season autumn & the changes.
