	This half term, the children will begin by looking at our whole school book ‘The Invisible String’. We will write a letter to a loved one explaining what the invisible string is. After this, we will then move on to our first class novel ‘Kensuke’s Kingdom’. This unit will last us until the end of half term therefore the children will have lots of fantastic writing opportunities including; non-chronological reports, narrative writing, diary entry, persuasive texts, a survival guide and poetry. 

SPAG 
The children will have daily SPAG lessons. They will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing on recapping aspects of SPAG from the previous year group. This will include looking at; nouns, pronouns, adjectives, adverbs, verbs, fronted adverbials, apostrophes and conjunctions.

· Read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 1,000,000 and determine the value of each digit

· Times tables up to 12 x 12

· Rounding

· Adding and subtracting using the column method

· Column multiplication

· Short division (bus stop method)
