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	Literacy 
	This half term, children will continue to read a short story set in 1930’s called Spit Nolan by Bill Naughton.  Children will enjoy exciting stories with memorable characters. They will consider how particular situations make individuals behave as they do. Additionally, they will explore dilemmas, empathising with characters.  The children will use the story as a basis to write a newspaper report and an obituary.
Children will also look at a range of non-fiction books based on the rainforest - they will answer questions related to the texts, making sure they include enough relevant information. Children will use what they have learnt to write a non-chronological reports and a persuasive letter/leaflet. Within the letter, they will use persuasive techniques and formal language.
Children will also carry out a short study of poetry and write their own poems based on the ones read.

SPaG 
The children will have daily SPaG lessons. The children will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing on conjunctions, main and subordinate clauses, word classes, commas, semi-colons and brackets. 

	
	

	Numeracy
	This term will begin with the children multiplying and dividing 3 and 4 digit numbers by single and double-digit numbers. When multiplying, children will be encouraged to use a variety of methods, including: number bonds, column methods and the grid method. First, children will learn the skills in order to multiply by 2-digit numbers before beginning to divide by 10, 100 and 1000. The unit ends with children learning to divide, involving remainders.
The next unit involves children solving word problems that involve multiple steps and a variety of operations. Children will begin the unit by simply choosing the correct operation before moving onto representing the key information using bar models. Applying the strategies learned in previous units is key in solving the challenges. The chapter ends with complex representations of numbers and change using advanced bar models.
