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	Literacy 
	This half term, the children will start with a fiction unit, studying for one week the book, ‘Mixed’.  They will identify the problems of the characters and how they solve these problems.  The children will then write a to persuasive letter,

The children will then start studying the novel Friend or Foe by Michael Murpurgo. Whilst studying Friend or Foe, the children explore the feelings of the main characters and infer what they may be thinking and feeling during their evacuation from London. Children find evidence and detail in the text to justify their views. They consider and explore what the theme ‘friend or foe’ really means, using evidence in the text to justify their answers. They compare this text with other, similar texts in the genre and explore standard and non-standard English by looking at different conversations between the characters. They go on to explore figurative language while looking at the author’s vocabulary choices. The children will use this novel as a basis to write a character description, setting description and a newspaper article.

The children will also study a range of poetry this term and build up to write their own poem.
SPaG 

The children will have daily SPaG lessons. The children will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing on singular and plurals, apostrophes, fronted adverbials and commas in sentences.

	
	

	Numeracy
	During this half term the children will start with the topic of place value. They will begin by counting in multiples of 25, 100 and 1000, as well as completing number sequences within 10,000 and learning about the place value of 4 digit numbers.  We will also explore the mathematical symbols <, > and = and use this knowledge to help with rounding numbers to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000. The children will then move on to addition and subtraction of numbers up to 10,000 using different strategies and methods to support them with solving more challenging problems. Coming to the end of this half term the children will begin to investigate multiplying and dividing by 6, 7, 9, 11 and 12 using a range of mathematical vocabulary to show understanding. 

	Art
	Seurat and Pointillism
	This topic will be covered in two days. The children will explore Seurat and Pointillism. They will learn about this style of art and will produce art work that reflects this.

	Computing
	Coding
	During this unit the children will be introduced to ‘if/else’ statements and their variables. They will also use repetition using timers, repeat commands and user inputs as well as explore a range of different variables in order to create a playable game. 


	Science
	Living Things
	The children will learn how animals are split into vertebrates and invertebrates and begin to recognise the difference between these. They will also explore living things in their local habitat and beyond, man-made and natural chances to the environment and how these changes impact living things.

	During this topic, the children will explore their family trees before moving on to look at Jesus’ family tree to understand where Jesus came from.

	During this topic, children will identify the continents of the world. They will locate countries on a world map and will find out about some of the key geographical features of each continent.  The children will then locate the major capitals of the world.
