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	Literacy 
	This half term, we will be focusing on several books including Mixed by Arree Chung, Dougal the Deep Sea Diver by Simon Bartram and The Iron Man by Ted Hughes. Throughout this half term we will be looking at and writing our own versions of several text types including, character descriptions, letters, newspaper reports, persuasive writing and many more.

Children will organise their work and start to plan their ideas. Children will aos think about the main characters, discuss how these characters are feeling and will be able to justify their answers by using evidence from the text.

They go on to explore  the author’s vocabulary choices and use some of these techniques in their own writing. 
SPaG 

The children will have daily SPaG lessons. The children will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, noun phrases. We will also be looking at using possessive apostrophes correctly. 

	
	

	Numeracy
	This term, Year 3 will study place value. We will look at numbers up to 1000.  and we will focus on the value of each digit: place value. Pupils will learn how to compose and decompose numbers, compare, order and look for patterns.
Next, we will cover addition and subtraction. Starting off with simple addition before moving on to addition where renaming is required. Subtraction is also covered in a similar way where simple subtraction is mastered before moving to subtraction where renaming is required. Once pupils master addition and subtraction, they start to look at problem solving questions and practice using bar models.
Finally, pupils will cover the multiplication and division of 3, 4 and 8. Pupils will then get to use their experience of multiplication and division to solve word problems.
We will also take part in Times Table Rockstars, this will take place daily and is something that the children appear to enjoy doing. 


	Science
	Animals including humans.
	This unit explores what nutrients humans and animals need to have energy and to grow to be healthy. We also look at the human and animal skeletons and how our muscles work.
