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	Literacy 
	Children will start the term with our whole school book called Red Wall.  They will discuss the different characters feelings and actions that they take.  Children will end the topic by writing a persuasive letter.
The children will also explore a variety of different books such as: Leon and the Place Between, The Magic Box Poem and Egyptian Cinderella. While exploring these books the children will have lots of opportunities to write for a range of audiences. They will write setting descriptions, make predictions, write letters in role, character descriptions and write in the style of different authors. 
SPaG 
The children will have daily SPaG lessons. The children will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing on 
joining clauses, nouns, pronouns, commas, different sentence types, fronted adverbials, direct and reported speech. 

	
	

	Numeracy
	The children will start this half term with finishing part 1 of our multiplication and division unit, using this knowledge to solve real life problems. We will then move on to further multiplication and division where children will learn how to multiply 2-digit and 3-digit numbers by a 1-digit number, using short multiplication. The children will learn more about division and will divide 2-digit numbers using two methods, including numbers with remainders. They will learn to solve multiplication and division problems using the methods they have learned and will use bar models to visualise what the problem is asking them to do.
 They will continue to understand mathematical vocabulary such as 'quotient' in relation to division. They will learn how to calculate multiplication equations using the multiplication facts that they know. They will also understand the difference between sharing and grouping and they will understand the commutative law in multiplication.
