	This leaflet is to inform you of what we will be learning in school this half term.

We trust that you will help and support us in your child’s learning experience.
We have suggested a few ideas you might like to try with your child and of course feel free to try out your own ideas!
We hope this leaflet is of help to you.

Thanks for your support.
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Look what we are learning about this half term:
	Communication and Language.   Literacy.
· Secure with RWI set 1 sounds, including special friends- sh ch th ng nk qu

· Learn new sounds – ay, ee, igh, ow, oo, ar, or, ir, ou, oy - find words and objects with these sounds in, recognise words in the environment and try to build simple sentences using words with these sounds e.g. ay – play – I like to play in the sand.  Plus revision of sounds and names already learned. 
· Looking at stories, including turning pages, pointing to words, talking about pictures and attempting to read by using Fred-talk and blending sounds together.

· Looking at the differences between fiction and non-fiction texts related to topics and children’s interests (e.g. Lifecycles, Growing, Dinosaurs, Space).  
· Writing full name by copying then writing from memory.  Move onto writing simple words when ready by sounding out e.g. m-a-t mat, d-o-g dog, and then sentences e.g. The dog sat on the mat.
· Handwriting – correct letter formation of all set 1 sounds
· Writing for different purposes, labels, shopping list, note, invitation etc.

· Starting to write independently by using sounds they know, rather than focusing on spelling words correctly or copy writing – let them have a go!

Maths.

· Counting up to 20 with 1-1 correspondence. 
· Counting forwards and backwards to and from 20.
· We will be looking at time, ‘o’clock’ and ‘half past’ times on an analogue clock.
· Matching number names to objects in a set through matching games.
· Ordering numbers to 10, and then 20.
· Maths mastery of numbers 14+ 
· Adding two sets of objects together to find the total and beginning to write number sentences using appropriate mathematical language e.g. add, plus, equals, total. 
· Learning about subtraction and taking a small number of objects away from a larger group practically and beginning to record sentences up to 10 e.g. 10 – 7 =3.
· Number bonds to 10
· Learning the value of different coins and beginning to use them to buy items through role playing ‘shop’.
	Understanding the World
· Learning about growth, change and different lifecycles e.g. plants, butterflies, frogs etc.
· Different parts of a plant and different things they need to grow.

· Matching baby animals to adult and learning the different names e.g. calf to cow, lamb to sheep.

· Looking at different mini-beasts and the types of habitats they like best.

· Making a bug house in our outdoor provision to encourage mini-beasts to come and live here.

Physical Development.

· Dressing and undressing independently including putting shoes on the correct feet and fastening buttons and zips.

· Moving rhythmically to music through dance.
· To continue to develop fine motor skills e.g. cutting, folding etc.
· PE sessions with Coach Connor

Personal, Social and Emotional Development.
PSHE topic-Rights and Responsibilities 

· Taking turns and sharing.

· Forming friendships.  Talking about ‘feelings’ and how to deal with them.

· Talk freely about their home and community, telling friends their ‘news’.

· R.E. Gathering – Children will learn the importance of gathering together at Mass to listen to the word of God.  Growing - Spring is a time when things begin to grow.  Lent is a time to grow in love to be more like Jesus and to look forward to Easter.
Expressive Arts and Design

*Making models using recycled materials

* Learn some new songs about growing and Easter.

* Look at and discuss flowers, talk about shapes, colours, patterns. Draw flowers and use watercolour pencils.

* Explore different materials & medias.
*Display work-linked to World Book Day & interests.

* Make instruments.

*Make Mother’s Day and Easter cards.


We also link with children’s interests. Please let us know if your child has a particular interest or call in for a Home Learning Story.
Ideas to do at home


Hide and find number cards, letters from their name & keywords.


Find objects around home to match to a chosen letter.


Sounding out words and blending together to read simple words.


Write for different purposes.  For example, birthday cards, party invitations, shopping lists and letters. Mother’s Day, Easter.


Practise writing their full name from memory.  Next steps: Then family members & friends.  When ready labels and captions to match pictures/drawings e.g. cat, dog.  A  cat is big. The hen is red.


Writing  short sentences-writing their own stories.


Play number bingo games, focusing on number recognition up to 20 and then moving onto 30 and beyond (when ready).


Count on and back from 0-20 and moving onto 30, 40 etc at your child’s own pace


Say the number that is 1 more/less than a number to 20


Adding 2 single numbers together


Subtracting from 10 


Maths mastery of numbers 13 onwards


Number bonds to 5, the 10


 Which do you think will be heavier/lighter? Let’s put these objects in order by size biggest to smallest, longest to shortest etc.


Keep practising getting dressed and undressed independently, especially tights, socks, shoes and coats. 


Read and listen to a variety of stories together, talk about the pictures, make predictions – What do you think is going to happen? How would you feel if that happened to you?





Play games with siblings or cousins to practise sharing and taking turns.
