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Look at what we will be learning!
	Communication & Language 
· Focus stories – Dig, Dig, Digging, The Very Hungry Caterpillar & The tiger who came to tea.
· Dig Dig Digging play tray
· Objects of reference and simple instruction to support understanding
· Sensory rice play talking about what it is, how it sounds etc.
· Rhyme time – welcome song – children’s names, song bag
· Key worker small group/individual story time
· Rolling ball game – Children to listen for their name and how to move the ball, roll, bounce or throw. 
· Basket activities – What is in the basket, variety of objects will be placed in the basket and the children will be encouraged to name/talk about the objects and listen to others. (Focus on objects beginning with p, b, m, w to begin with)
· I spy sensory bottles – what can you see?
· Role play with dolls – feeding, washing, putting to bed etc.

· Who, what & where activity – objects & stories
· Story enhancements in dough area.
· Coloured box activity – what’s in the box, can you put it on the top/inside.
Personal and Social and Emotional Development.
· Staff will be engaging in the children’s choice of play to observe interests.

· Turn taking games and supporting making relationships – Rolling the ball/sharing bubbles. Key worker small story times.
· Song bag: passing the song bag around; choosing a song & taking turns.
· Choices – Children given choice of two things consistently encouraging them to make decisions.
· Emotions board – putting face picture into happy, sad or angry box – stories about emotions/discuss how characters are feeling.
· Supporting and encouraging the children to be independent e.g. trying to do things for themselves – putting on own shoes/coat/pulling up own pants after toilet/potty.
· Learning about importance of teeth brushing and healthy eating & Greedy gorilla game.
· Parachute games
· Helping during routine times – counting the children/helping to hold give out snack.

	Physical Development.

· Ball games – rolling, bouncing, throwing & catching
· Circle games with the parachute.
· Exploring obstacle courses indoors & outdoors
· Building using a variety of construction materials – Large & small
· Sensory dough using tools – scissors, rollers, cutters & extruders.
· Moving to music – marching, stamping, clapping

· Mark making large/small scale – Using rollers and large decorating brushes.
· Funky fingers – Cheerio threading, cutting & pegs.
· Independence in feeding finger foods/dressing/zipping up coat and washing hands.
· Sensory tea party with dolls, water, lemon, herbal tea bags.

Literacy
· Dig Dig digging play tray

· Story dough enhancements
· Song Bag & Choices board.
· Large scale mark making on the floor/individual drawing for interest’s board & mark making book, mark making with chalk outside.
· Singing time each day, action rhymes, introducing new songs – tiny caterpillar/bunny songs.
Mathematics.

· Number rhymes
· Counting during heuristic play/construction/shells & circular stacking boxes
· Counting children daily
2Dshape sorting
· Den making

· Funky fingers – Peg leg spiders – counting & cheerio’s
· Puzzles – inset/zoo puzzle/two by two matching game
· Water play catching and counting sea creatures & ducks.
Understanding of the World.
· Planting – vegetables/peas/flowers (Changes over time)
· Gloop sensory play
· Bug hunt & investigating weather

· Easter/Mother’s Day
   Expressive Arts & Design.
· Mark making in books/foam, making rice shakers,  
· Exploring instruments/moving to music.


	


Ideas to do at home


Sing nursery rhymes, sometimes using puppets or toys.


Share books together, lift the flap stories and familiar traditional stories. Talk about the pictures/characters.


Encourage your child to make marks, talk to them about what they are writing or drawing.


When you talk to your child use correct language e.g. if your child says “I want a narna” you repeat back “oh you’d like a banana?”


Encourage your child to be independent – can they put on their shoes/zip up their coat when fastened at the bottom/put on their coat/pull up their pants or trousers?


Limit use of a dummy to support their communication and language development.


Encourage children to join in with everyday tasks, following simple instructions.


Encourage your child to use a cup instead of a bottle. – No bottles allowed in nursery.


Support tooth brushing through role, play, books and being a great role model.


Supporting potty/toilet training talking to you child about if their nappy if wet.
