Understand the five key concepts about print;

4. Name different parts of a book.

5. Page sequencing.

Develop their phonological awareness so they can;

· Spot & suggest rhymes

· Count or clap syllables in a word

· Recognise words with the same initial sound, such as mother and money.

Engage in extended conversation about stories and learning new vocabulary.

Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example, writing a pretend shopping list.

Write some or all of their name.

Write some letters accurately.

Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.

Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences.

Read a few common exception words matched to school’s phonic programme.

	Mathematics
Fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them (subitising).
Recite numbers part 5.

Say one number for each item in order; 1,2,3,4,5

Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (cardinal principle)

Show fingers up to 5.

Link numerals and amounts; for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5. 

Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals. 

Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.

Compare quantities using language ‘more than’ and ‘fewer than’

Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: ‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’
Understand position through words alone, for example, ‘The bag id under the table’.

Describe a familiar route.

Discuss routes and locations, using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’

Make comparisons between objects relating to size, 
length.

Extend & create ABAB patterns-stick, leaf, stick, leaf,

Begin to describe a sequence of events, real or fictional, using words such as ‘first’, then.

Count objects, actions & sounds.

Subitise.

Link the symbol (numeral with its cardinal value).

To count beyond 10.

Begin to make sense of their own life story and family’s history.
Make connections between features of their family and other families.

Notice the difference between people.
Show an interest in different occupations.

Continue to develop positive attitudes about the differences between people.

Talk about members of their immediate family and community.

Name and describe people who are familiar to them.

	Physical Development

 Use one handed tools and equipment, making snips in paper with scissors.
Be increasingly independent in meeting their own care needs, e.g brushing teeth, using toilet, washing & drying hands thoroughly.

Make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing.

Revise and refine the fundamental movement skills they have already acquired; rolling, jumping, hopping, skipping etc.

Develop their small motor skills so they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools-pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons.

Use their core muscle strength to achieve good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor.

Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors & outdoors, alone and in a group.
	Expressive arts & design
Create closed shapes with continuous lines and begin to use these shapes to represent objects.
Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including detail. 

Show different emotions in their drawings and painting like happiness, sadness, fear etc.

Remember to sing an entire song.

Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas. 

Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching pitch and following the melody.
