Ideas to do at home


Sing nursery rhymes.  For example, Twinkle, Twinkle,        


            Teddy- bear, Teddy-bear, Wind the bobbin up, Tommy Thumb


Sing number songs.  For example,  Five Little Monkeys & Five Currant Buns


Draw pictures  For example a face, a person, a car, a house an animal (encourage your child to add detail such as facial features)


Practise writing or tracing their name or first letter of name.(Make it fun, use shaving foam, melted chocolate, stick in mud, wet sand etc)


Write a letter to Father Christmas.


Write out Christmas Cards


Read a Traditional Tale & ask your child to retell it.


Share books.  Demonstrate how to hold a book and turn pages.


Encourage your child to join in with well known phrases or words in familiar stories or Nursery Rhymes.


Listen to the rhyming words in stories


Listen to the rhyming words in stories; can your child put any silly rhymes together, cat, hat, bat


Play Speaking & Listening games; I went to the shops & I bought…


Look for opportunities for child your to describe something; tell me about, what colour is it? What do you use it for? Where else might you see one?


Look for opportunities to count through play; How many cars, Princesses are there? 


Make comparisons; Are there more red sweets or green sweets?


Look for opportunities to identify & match colours; What colour is Catboy, Owlette? What colour is Belle’s dress?


Look out for numerals when out and about  on buses, on doors, on price tags in the supermarket, car number plates 0-10


Play I spy on the way to school ( you can adapt this to colours,   numbers)


Wrap Christmas presents, encourage your child to cut using scissors. Then write a gift tag.
