Implementation of the curriculum in EYFS

Implement

The Early Years Foundation Stage is organised into 7 areas of learning and development: 

3 Prime areas- Communication and language, Physical development and Personal, Social and Emotional development: 4 Specific areas- Literacy, Mathematics, Understanding of the World and Expressive Arts and Design. Our curriculum includes all areas of learning.

Our curriculum include the following characteristics of learning;

Playing & Exploring

Active Learning

Creating and Thinking Critically

We also ensure that the Seven Key Features are included, these are;

1. The best for every child.

2. High quality care.

3. The curriculum-what we want children to learn.

4. Pedagogy-helping children to learn.

5. Assessment-checking what children have learnt.

6. Self-regulation & executive function.

7. Partnership with parents/carers.

The learning opportunities we provide include a range of adult focused and child initiated activities indoors and outdoors with enhanced activities and small group focused teaching. 

Our staff play an active role in child initiated play through observing, modelling, facilitating, teaching and extending play, skills and language.

The EYFS framework provides a long term plan to follow by ensuring that all Early Learning Goals are worked towards and planned for throughout Little Saints, Nursery and Reception. We complete a long term curriculum overview for each age range, guaranteeing that each age range builds on the previous year.  We also ensure our long term plans to prepare children for Year 1.  All the areas of learning are planned for each week and available to access within the setting. 

We use books as a basis for planning, engaging children and developing their language.  We follow the same book each half term across our early years setting. These are carefully selected by staff and give our children continuity, allowing them to build on their knowledge each year and develop their language. Each age range also has their own selection of books that they plan around each half term. 
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Reading books are sent home weekly in each setting and we have a library loan area in school for parents to freely take books for themselves and their children to enjoy at home. 

Pre-phonic activities are taught in Little Saints and Nursery. We follow RWI scheme in our setting. Phonics are taught in the Summer term of nursery and daily in reception
Summer term of nursery and daily in reception.
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The maths curriculum is taught through regularly planned sessions; daily dedicated sessions in reception. We use maths mastery approach. These sessions are carefully planned using concrete resources and build on prior learning and real life experiences across the theme and year. This starts with mastering numbers 0-5 and then progresses through to 0-10 and 0-20. We want our children to become confident mathematicians who can apply what they have learnt to real life experiences.

Parents are valued in our setting as first educators and every effort is made to inform them of the EYFS curriculum whilst providing them with the tools to continue in learning at home. Throughout our Early Years setting parents/carers are invited to workshops in school to learn skills to help them at home with their child’s learning.
