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	Literacy 
	Children will start the term with our class book called Hodgeheg.  They will discuss the different characters feelings and actions that they take.  Children will write a character/setting description.  Through the story, they will also look at road safety and write a road safety guide. Children will end the topic by writing a newspaper report.
The children will also explore a variety of different books such as: Egyptian Cinderella. While exploring these books the children will have lots of opportunities to write for a range of audiences. They will write setting descriptions, make predictions, write letters in role, character descriptions and write in the style of different authors. 
SPaG 
The children will have daily SPaG lessons. The children will be expected to transfer this learning into their written work. This term, we will be focusing on 
joining clauses, nouns, pronouns, commas, different sentence types, fronted adverbials, direct and reported speech. 

	
	

	Numeracy
	The children will start this half term with a new topic – area. They will learn that area is the amount of space taken up by a two-dimensional shape or surface. They will explore different ways of working out the area of a shape, including counting squares and using arrays relating to area.
We will then move on to multiplication and division. Initially, we will revisit learning from Year 3, around multiplying by 3. We will explore the link between counting in 3s and the 3 times table. Then, children will build on their knowledge of the 3 times-table to explore the 6 times-table. Here, we aim to embed the children’s fluency skills with the 6 times-table, while also providing them with strategies to use the multiplication facts they know to find unknown facts (6 times table is double the 3 times table). They use the fact that multiplication is commutative to derive values for the 6 times-tables (6 x 5 = 30 so 5 x 6 = 30). Fluency with the 6 times-table will also help children to work out the 12 times-table in future learning. The children then progress to exploring the structure of the 9 times-table using a range of models and pictorial representations, and by exploring multiples of 9 in context. To establish the facts, children use strategies such as using the 10 times-table to derive the 9 times-table, and understanding that each multiple of 9 is triple the equivalent multiple of 3. The 7 and 11 times-tables will be explore before moving onto division. They will use a range of concrete and pictorial representations to deepen their understanding of multiplying by 11 and to make links between multiplying and dividing by 11. Finally, children  build on their knowledge of the 2 and 10 times-tables to explore the 12 times-table. They will recognise that they can partition 12 into 10 and 2 and use known facts to support their understanding.

	During this topic, children will explore what it means to belong to a community. They will identify what makes communities function well for the good of others.
