Playing & Exploring-
Plan and think ahead about how they will explore or play with objects

Make independent choices.

Respond to new experiences that you bring to their attention.

Active learning-
Begin to predict sequences because they know routines
Keep on trying when things are difficult
Use a range of strategies to reach a goal they set themselves.

Begin to correct their mistakes.

Creating & thinking critically-
Use pretend play to think beyond the ‘here and now’ and to understand another perspective
Review their progress as they try to achieve a goal. Check how well they are doing.

Understand the five key concepts about print;

1. Print has meaning.

2. Print can have different purposes.

3. We read English left to right and top from bottom.

4. Name different parts of a book.

5. Page sequencing.

Develop their phonological awareness so they can;

· Spot & suggest rhymes

· Count or clap syllables in a word

· Recognise words with the same initial sound, such as mother and money.

Engage in extended conversation about stories and learning new vocabulary.

Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example, writing a pretend shopping list.

Write some or all of their name.

Write some letters accurately.

Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.

Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences.

Read a few common exception words matched to school’s phonic programme.

Demonstrates understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary
Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say the sound eg sh ch th
