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Look at what we will be learning!
	Communication, Language and Literacy.
· Sing familiar number songs.  For example; ‘ 5 currant buns and ‘5 little ducks’. Learn Harvest songs
· Enjoy mark making and writing for different purposes.  For example: Birthday cards, Invitations, shopping lists.

· Enjoy books and handle them correctly.
· Join in with repeated phrases in stories and rhymes
· Start to trace/form letters in their name
· Clap & count syllables 
· Listen to words that rhyme and join in with a rhyming string
· Learn new vocabulary and use it in the correct context

Mathematics.
· Join in with number songs.  For example: ‘5 Little Ducks’ and ‘12345, once I caught a fish alive…’

· Recite numbers past to 5 and then beyond 5
· Count conkers, pine cones, natural materials using one to one correspondence.
· Subitise to 3
· Say 1 number for each item in order

· Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes

· Look at and describe patterns 

· Understand positional language.  For example, behind, in front, next to etc

· Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history

Ideas to do at home


Sing nursery rhymes.  For example, Incy, Wincy Spider, Miss Polly, Humpty, Dumpty


Sing number songs.  For example, Five Little Ducks, Five Little Monkeys & Five Currant Buns.


Develop fine motor skills; snipping paper, playing with dough, Lego, threading cotton reels, making bracelets.


Practise writing or tracing their name or first letter of name.


Make and write a card for someone special.


Share books.  Demonstrate how to hold a book and turn pages.


Encourage your child to join in with well known phrases or words in familiar stories or Nursery Rhymes.


Count and clap syllables in your child’s name, family members names


Listen to the rhyming words in stories, make rhyming strings


Look out for numerals when out and about on buses, on doors, on price tags in the supermarket, car number plates 0-5 If your child is confident with these numerals challenge them.


Look for opportunities to count through play; How many cars/           Princesses? How many blocks do you have?


Go on a sound walk, texture walk, smelling walk, 


Play ‘I’ spy (use colours/descriptions; ‘I’-spy something that is red…..)


Encourage your child to talk about ‘myself’ what I look like, what I like to play, eat, where I like to go, 


Look at photographs of when your child was a baby, toddler and talk about how they have changed.


Show your child photographs of their Baptism, talk about the special day!


Most of all Let your child’s interests be at the heart of play &      learning!
